HEALTH AND SHOWING REGULATIONS

All breeding beef cattle shall be accompanied by official health certificate
showing cattle originating from accredited tuberculosis free herd or from non
-quarantined herd in a modified accredited tuberculosis area. This health cer-
tificate must also show that the breeding cattle have been vaccinated for
brucellosis and/or from a nejuarantined herd.

A bull that is not shown with its mother will be required to have a nose ring
to enter the show ring. All cattle must have a neck rope when in the barn or
on tie.

BREED SHOW CLASSES

Minimum number of cattle for a breed show. A total of ten head with at least
two of each sex. Example: 2 bulls and 8 females; 2 females and 8 bulls; 4
bulls and 6 females. Note: Cow and Calf pairs do not count in total numbers
for the beef show. Stalls will be assigned on a first come, first serve basis. No
stalls will be reserved.
